1% are professionals, making it a rare event where the world’s best compete 
with ordinary enthusiasts. This documentary captures the legendary UTMB 
through the eyes of those who make it unforgettable: racers, loved ones, 
organizers, and volunteers. A unique human adventure, and the race of their life.

Created in 2003, the Ultra Trail Mont Blanc is a legendary running race. The most 
prestigious in the world. 3 days and 2 nights without interruption, 171 km, 10,000 
meters of elevation gain, 3 countries crossed (France, Italy, Switzerland). 2,300 
participants, all mountain lovers, with their spirit of adventure bent to the core, will 
spend 20 to 47 hours in harmony with nature. Hours of suffering, tears, bodies 
pushed to extremes. Set against Europe’s most beautiful and emblematic 
mountain : Mont Blanc, the roof of the continent. It is for this symbol that the UTMB 
has become a myth that every runner dreams of running at least once in their life.

Circles of silence :
The Le Scouarnec case

How could a sexual predator have operated with impunity for three decades 
? How could a surgeon, already convicted of possessing child pronography, 
have continued to pratice without hindrance ? How could an entire family 
keep silent about the unspeakable to protect one of their own ? These 
are the burning questions taht the documentary Le Cercles du Silence 
(Circles of Silence) attempts to answer, going far beyond the news story itslef.

Through this prism, the film sheds light on a systemic scourge : sexual 
violence against minors, which is too often ignored. In France, every three minutes, 
a child is the victim of incest, rape or sexual assault. Yet only 7% of predators 
are convicted. Silence, secrecy and denial are their usual accomplices. Betwenn 
1986 and 2015, Joël Le Scouarnec (JLS), a respected visceral surgeon and public
figure, sexually assaulted hundreds of minors, taking advantage of his medical
authority and the vulnerability of his young patients as they were waking up 
or during post-operative visits. His crimes, recorded with chilling precision in 
personal diaries, are now the centerpiece of a historical trial that opens on 
February 24, 2025, in Vannes, France, for four months of hearings. After seven 
years of investigation, this trial represents a quest for justice for the 299 civil parties. 
This documentary draw on this high-profile trial to shed light on the collective 
blindness that allowed these crimes to happen. It exposes institutional and
societal failure and dissects the mechanisms of the code of silence, revealing 
the institutional and faminial complicity that proteced Le Scouarnec for deacdes.

A story that blurs the lines 
between global pharma and crime networks. Marketing directors of some 
labs who  spent time in jail are now ready to share their memories and tell 
how ruthless their methods were : exotic dancers,  corruption, booze... 

This is the inside story of a toxic business that has killed 800 000 Americans 
and has been slowly spreading worldwide. The opioid epidemy was triggered by 
the pharma industry in the USA until the Mexican cartels picked up the Fentanyl  
production. This film will give voice to corporate executives and criminals. They 
are talking either because they entered a  redemption process or because they 
were summoned by congressmen or attorneys in front of cameras. We got our
hands  on hours of precious video footage from hearings and interrogatories. 
We can finally have a fascinating look into the inner  dealings of the
 biggest crime of the century.

Cam gaze

Through the story of Jennifer Ringley, this film delves into the early Web of the 
1990s to explore what drives girls  to film themselves, and the world to watch 
them. Is it superficial or revolutionary? A feminist approach or the new  clothes 
of self-objectification? Liberating or alienating? 

In the 1990s, an American student decided on a whim to film her daily life and put 
it online, thus becoming the first camgirl  in history. At the height of her popularity, 
JenniCam’s site attracted up to 100 million visitors a week, she was interviewed  
on national TV and crystallized the fears and debates sparked by the arrival of the 
Web in our daily lives : some saw in it  the advent of a narcissistic culture obsessed 
with spectacle, others the emergence of a new way of talking about oneself  and 
creating links with strangers.In 2003, JenniCam closed her site for good. Since 
then, she has deserted the Internet.  Yet since her retirement, her descendants 
have conquered the world: girls who film their lives and interact with strangers  rule 
the Web and social media, from vloggers and youtubers to tiktokers of all ages.

In cases of domestic violence, children’s voices remain fragile before a
justice system that too often sees them as  manipulated by their mothers. 
This film follows three women who, after denouncing sexual abuse by their 
(ex-) partners, find themselves convicted for child nonrepresentation. 

This is the story of the mothers who denounce the sexual violence 
committed by their (ex-)spouses against their children,  and while trying to 
protect them, find themselves convicted of child nonrepresentation. Even as 
they dare to break the silence, they are faced with an impossible choice: leave 
their child in the hands of their abuser, or take the law into their own  hands, 
sometimes risking their lives, to ensure their safety. There are those who 
remain silent about the violence suffered  by their children, fearing that
the state will take them away. Those who have to cope with legal proceedings 
and endure  institutional abuse. These women each struggle in their own 
way, driven by the hope that the recent liberation of speech will change the 
way society looks at them.

Since the tragedy, his whole life, and his family’s, 
has revolved around legal deadlines. Between fear and  determination, he has 
become the investigator of his own story, fighting for the truth and proving 
his innocence.

Discovered by Europe, and in particular by 
French artistic circles shortly  after his death in 1849, he fascinated with 
his lines and the colors of his prints, becoming a source of inspiration for 
Monet,  Degas, Cézanne, Van Gogh, and Bonnard, and gaining worldwide fame.

The mistery behind Hitler’s 
death

May 8, 1945, the Nazis capitulate. Hitler committed suicide in his bunker to 
escape the Red Army soldiers who  had entered Berlin. More than 70 years 
later, many questions remain. What became of his body? Did 
he really die  in his bunker? 

In criminal investigations, unsolved cases are called “cold cases”. 
The case of Hitler’s death is certainly the most famous.  Did he really 
die in 1945? For the first time, a French forensic scientist has obtained 
exceptional authorization to analyze  human remains that until now were 
hidden in Soviet archives. After more than 70 years of doubt, he has been 
able to  scientifically prove that these are indeed the teeth of the Nazi dictator.

Such a resounding silence

In this documentary, Emmanuelle Béart sets out to shatter the silence 
surrounding incest. Alongside director Anas tasia Mikova, she 
confronts her personal history with this taboo subject, opening up a 
dialogue with others who  have been affected. 

In 2023, actress Emmanuelle Béart revealed publicly that she is a survivor of incest, 
contributing to a growing national  reckoning on child sexual abuse in France. 
Alongside co-director Anastasia Mikova, Béart creates a powerful documentary 
that gives a voice to survivors, confronting the societal taboos and legal 
shortcomings in a country where a child is sexually  abused every three minutes. 
Initially reluctant to include her own story, Béart ultimately shares the devastating
impact of  the silence imposed by abusers, describing it as a noise that 
takes many forms within the victim. Through personal and  collective 
testimonies, this stirring film explores the enduring trauma of incest
and offers a universal message of resilience  and solidarity.

This film is a behind-the-scenes look at the Women, Life, Freedom 
uprising in Iran. The story begins a few weeks  after the death of 
Mahsa Amini, a young Kurdish student who died on September 16, 2022 
under police attack for  a few strands of hair escaping from her veil. 

Shorresh Afkari, an Iranian filmmaker, contacted a French colleague, Virginie 
Plaut. He wanted to « fight in his own way,  doing what he knows how to do... film 
and show the history that is being written before his eyes ». Told in the first
personin the footsteps of the Iranian director, this documentary is a choral
tale that reveals a gallery of colorful characters, representative of this 
Iranian population at the end of its strength and patience : a small couple 
of teenagers who dream of living  their love in the open and in complete 
freedom, a cab driver, a fierce opponent, and his mother who tries at all 
costs to  protect him, a painter who tries as best she can to practice her 
art in spite of the day of censorship, a doctor who treats  demonstrators 
clandestinely, a young man ready to do anything to find money...

What’s left of the Olympic dream when the whole nation is at war? This film 
takes us to the heart of Ukrainian sport  and the intimacy of its athletes. From 
Kiev to Zaporijia, via Dnipro and Irpin, the characters in this film live to the  
rhythm of sirens, Russian missiles, power cuts... and training sessions. The 
goal : Paris 2024. 

Volodymyr, Marya, Alina and Iryna are young Ukrainian champions in gymnastics, 
fencing, athletics, wrestling and kaya king. Uprooted by two years of war, their 
lives were shattered by horror, and their Olympic destinies got hit by human folly. 
Volodymyr lost a leg at the Front and is now trying to qualify for the Paris
Paralympics. Marya’s father is at the Front and  hasn’t been home for months, 
and Alina is terrorized by the bombs that hit her town every day. As for Irina, the
horrors she  suffered in Irpin at the start of the war have plunged her into a 
depression from which she is struggling to escape. While  training in the 
freezing Ukrainian winter, qualification attempts and sporting feats 
punctuate our story, this film is above all  a breakthrough into Ukrainian society 
and the intimacy of athletes in wartime.

As teenagers, Anaïs, Déborah, and Océane discovered they would never carry 
life due to MRKH syndrome. Born  without a uterus, they faced profound grief 
but held onto a daring hope: a uterus transplant. This documentary  delves 
into their journey, exploring questions of motherhood, science, and miracles. 

In the recovery room, the two sisters meet again after an exceptional 
operation : Aurélie has just given her uterus to her  little sister Anaïs. Born without
this essential organ for carrying a child, the 36-year-old woman now allows
herself to dream  of having a baby. A crazy wish but possible. Three and a half 
years ago, Déborah benefited from the first French uterus  transplant thanks 
to a donation from her mother. She is now expecting her second child. 
These women are surrounded  by an extraordinary medical team : 

The team has 
been working  on this project for over ten years. After the success of the 
first two transplants, they are already preparing the next one. Crossed 
portraits of these three women united by the irrepressible desire to give life.

Giving birth is always depicted in its best light. The dream of a lifetime, of a 
woman, of a couple.

In July 2023 the 2nd edition of a rural pride festival in the village of 
Chenevelles takes place. The region’s LGBT+  community, along with the 
mayor and his constituents, are mobilizing to ensure that this celebration 
resonates  throughout the country. They hope to spread the word that the 
countryside has freed itself from stereotypes.  

The idea was born at a cocktail party between Mayor Cyril Cibert, a married 
homosexual father of two, and Etienne  Deshoulières, a lawyer with the Stop 
Homophobie association. They had a crazy idea: their own rural Pride, in
Chenevelles  please! They laughed a lot, and the idea finally caught on! The
Fiertés Rurales association was born.The event exceeded  700 participants. 
Farmers lent their tractors, locals created floats, children made banners. 
Enough to question the acceptance of LGBTQIA+ people in the countryside 
where, not so long ago, they had to hide. Times are changing. While LGBTQIA+ 
acts are on the rise, it is mainly in cities, leaving rural areas less affected. 
“The city, which used to be seen as an  obligatory passage for a 
personal coming-out, is no longer a protective space”.
